From Sabiha Gökçen Airport: 
 
Using HAVAŞ / HAVATAŞ shuttle services it can be reached to Taksim → Funicular → 
Kabataş Tram → Sultanahmet Square. 
 
From Sabiha Gökçen bus number e11 is the easiest way to come Kadıköy, from here 
you can use Eminonu ferry and then with tramvay to Sultanahmet Square.
